Notes 

 

Meets indicated thus * are eligible for subsidy at the nominated accommodation only. This 
year the club will cover 50% of the cost of the accommodation per person. The amount to be 
paid by each attendee is calculated as detailed in the following example; 
 
Three nights accommodation booked at £10 per person per night = £30 per person less 50% 
so member pays £15 for stay. 
 
We have 4 meets this year which are eligible for the subsidy; these are listed below along 
with the total cost each member will be expected to pay for the accommodation. 
 
El Chorro, Spain (7 nights) - £36.00 
Isle of Skye Meet (7 nights) - £52.50 
Peak Meet (2 nights) - £8.00 
Wales Meet (2 nights) - £10.00
